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NICARAGUA

From San Juan we learn that the Orizaba, from New
York, arrived at that port July 3d, and landed her pas-
sengers in good health. A letter from Nicaragua states
that Rivas and his entire cabinet, with the exception of
Ferrer, had deserted Walker and attempted a revolution
among the people; this, however, the writer asserts,
proved unsuccessful. General Walker afterwards accused
Rivas and his party of being traitors, and at last accounts
they had issued a proclamation and joined the enemy,
for the overthrow of the Americans. An election for a
new President was to come off on the 24th of July, and
in the meantime, Ferrer was acting as Provisional Pres-
ident. Walker was evidently in the ascendancy, and it
was believed he would ultimately be chosen. Goicouria,
the new General Intendante of Nicaragua, as also the
Ministers of England and France, had dispatched cour-
iers to Washington on a special mission. Padre Vijil had
returned, but in poor health.

The news by the arrival of the Orizaba at this port,
July 14, fully confirms the telegraphic despatches with
reference to the election of General Walker to the Pres-
idency, and the rebellion of Rivas. In the interval bet-
ween the flight of Rivas and the assumption of executive
authority, Don Fermin Ferrer was appointed Provisional
President. The country was very healthy, and not a
single death had occurred among the Americans for
three weeks. '

COSTA RICA

Our Costa Rica dates are to June 12th. The cholera
was fast disappearing from the country. A very strong
revolution had broken out against the government, and
there appeared a probability that President Mora would
be taken out and shot by the insurgents. The revolution
has been brought about by a party of the Costa Ricans
who were opposed to the invasion of Nicaragua by the
Mora army. Business was entirely at a stand still in
Punta Arenas, provisions scarce and high, and the pros-
pects very poor. A British man-of-war was in port.
2,000 troops which left Guatemala to invade Walker had
been prevented from crossing the territory of Salvador,
the latter State being opposed to the invasion. The
impression was that Walker purposed making an early
attack on Costa Rica, and that he would succeed, having
% very strong force. His headquarters were at Virgin

ay.

By way of Panama we have news from San Jose, Costa
Rica, to June 27. The papers state that General Mora,
the commander-in-chief of the army, the Vice President,
and the Secretary of State, had all died of cholera. The
troops of Guatemala and San Salvador had united for the
invasion of Nicaragua. -

NICARAGUA

De San Juan supimos que el Orizaba, de Nueva York,
arribé al puerto el 3 de Julio, v desembarcé sus pasaje-
ros en buen estado de salud. Una carta de Nicaregua
afirma que Rivas y todo su gabinete, con excepcién de
Ferrer, han abandonado a Walker e intentado soliviantar
al pueblo en una revolucién; esto, sin embargo, afirma
el escritor, probé ser un fracaso.

Goicouria, el nuevo Intendente General
de Nicaragua, como también los Ministros de Inglaterra
y Francia, han despachado mensajeros a Washington en
una mision especial. El padre Vijil ha regresado, pero
con mala salud.

14 de Julio, confirman plenamente los despachos tele-
grdaficos referentes a la eleccion del General Walker a
la Presidencia y la rebelion de Rivas. En el intervalo
entre lo huida de Rivas vy lo inauguracién de la autoridad
ejecutiva, Don Fermin Ferrer fue nombrado Presidente
Provisional.

COSTA RICA

Nuestras noticias de Costa Rica son al 12 de Junio.
El colera estaba rdpidamente desapareciendo del pais.
Una revolucicén muy fuerte se ha desatado contra el go-
bierno, y parece que hay probabilidad de que el Presi-
dente Mora sea derrocade v fusilado por los insurgentes.
La revolucion ha sido organizada por el grupo de Cos-
tarricenses que estaban opuestos a la invasién de Nica-
ragua por- el ejército de Mora. Los negocios estaban
totalmente paralizados en Punta Arenas, las provisiones
escasas y caras, y las perspeciivas muy pobres. Un bu-
qgue de guerra Inglés estaba en el puerto. 2,000 soldados
que habian salido de Gua emala para atacar a Walker
han sido impedidos de cruz ir el territorio de El Salvador,
siendo -este ultimo Estado opuesto a la invasién.

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City of Leon, Capital of Nicaragua, now in the possession
of Rivas.

LEON, THE LARGEST CITY OF NICARAGUA

Leon is the largest city of Nicaragua, and was formerly
capital of that republic. It occupies the site of an Indian
town called Subtiaba, on a large and fertile plain, abound-
ing in deep ravines and springs of gushing water. The
city occupies a large area, laid out on a regular plan,
with spacious streets and intervening squares. The houses
are built of dried clay bricks, and seldom more than
one story high. Each one is inclosed in a spacious court,
planted with trees, and entered by a portal tastefully
ornamented, which is often lofty, in the style of the
moresque arches so common in Spain. In the constant
disturbances which have agitated Nicaragua, Leon has
had its full share. Many of its best houses have been
dilapidated, and whole squares lie in ruins. The public
edifices of this city are considered the finest in Central
America, and include a large and massive cathedral,
crowned by a lofty central dome. The Episcopal palace
is surrounded by fine gardens. The churches of La
Merced, Recolleccion, and Calvario, are remarkable for
their size and fine facades. The Tridentum college of
St. Ramon—once a flourishing establishment with pro-
fessorships of law and medicine and many students, but
now possessing only a nominal existence. The gov-
ermmment house, cuartel general, or head barracks, and
the hospital occupying the convent of San Juan de Dios.
The manufactures of Leon are confined chiefly to dress-
ed leather and cutlery, and the trade, owing to its inland
situation, does little more than supply its local wants.
Leon contains at present a population of over thirty
thousand inhabitants. ‘

Leén es la mds grande ciudad de Nicaragua, y era an-
teriormente capital de esa republica. Ocupa el sitio de
un pueblo indigena llamado Subtiava, en una extensa y
fértd llanura, abundante en profundas cafiadas v fuentes
de borbotantes aguas. La ciudad ocupa un drea grande,
trazada con un plano regular, con espaciosas calles y plazas
intermedias. Las casas estdn construidas de ladrillos de
barro seco, y rara vez de mds de un piso de alto. Cada
una estd encerrada en un espacioso patio, plantado de
drboles, y se entra a ellas por un portén ornamentado
con gusto, a menudo elevado, en el estilo de los arcos
moriscos tan comunes en Espafia. En los constantes dis-
turblos que han agitado a Nicaragua, Ledn ha tenido su
buena parte. Muchas de sus mejores casas han sido di-
lapidadas, ¥y manzanas enteras yacen en ruinas. Los edi-
ficios publicos de esta ciudad son considerados los me-
jores en Centro América, e incluyen una grande v masiva
Catedral, coronade corn una imponente cipula central.
El Palacio episcopal estd rodeado de bellos jardines. Las
iglesias de La Merced, Recoleccion v el Calvario, son
notables por su tamario v finas fachadas. EI Colegio
Tridentino de San Ramén—en un tiempo un floreciente
establecimiento con cdtedras de leyes v medicina y mu-
chos estudiantes, pero ahora en posesion de una existen-
cia nominal. La case de gobierno, el cuartel general y
el hospital que ocupa el convento de San Juan de Dios.
Las industrias de Ledn estdn confinadas principalmente
a cueros elaborados y a cuchilleria, y el comercio, debido
a su ubicacion interior, no hace mds que suplir sus nece-
sidades locales. Ledn tiene actualmente una poblacién
de mds de treinta mil habitantes.
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This city has suddenly become of interest, from the
fact that Patricio Rivas, late provisional president of
Nicaragua, made it his point of residence before he with
his cabinet abandoned General Walker, literally turning
traitor to his own country. On Wednesday, the 11th
of June, Gen. Walker left Leon, but not before he took
affectionate leave of Rivas at the barrier. The next day,
Senor Saliza, Minister of War, mounted his horse, and
addressing the rabble, announced to them that the Amer-
icans had seized the control of the city, and were about
to murder the President and his cabinet. In his speech
he took occasion to say that the Americans were about
to burn down the churches and destroy the religion of
the country. A great excitement was the result, when
President Rivas and his advisers becoming alarmed at
their own folly, took flight for Chinandega. After the
flight of the President from Leon, the vicar of the city,
a good and faithful man, instantly denied the calumny,
and ordered all the priests to declare, on Sunday, that
the report was untrue. The people again became rec-
onciled, and the revulsion set strongly against President
Rivas and his advisers.

August 2, 1856
CENTRAL AMERICA

From Nicaragua we have the report of the Commis-
sioners appointed by the Walker-Rivas Government of
Nicaragua to examine and report as to the indebtedness
of the Accessory Transit Company to that republic. This
report was finished at Granada on the 4th of July. The
property of the company seized is valued at one hundred
and sixty one thousand one hundred and twenty-nine
dollars five cents, ($161,129.05,) and the Commissioners
report that the company owes the government of Nica-
ragua four hundred and twelve thousand five hundred
and eighty-nine dollars ninety-six cents, ($412,589.96)
leaving the company still indebted to the government in
the sum of two hundred and fifty-one thousand four
hundred and sixty dollars nine-one cents ($251,460.91).
The report is elaborately prepared, and gives some in-
teresting statistics of the company’s operations on the
Isthmus.

La ciudad, repentinamente, se ha vuelto un punto de
interés por el hecho de que Patricio Rivas, anterior Pre-
sidente Provisional de Nicaragua, la hizo el lugar de su
residencia antes de que él con su gabinete abandonara al
General Walker, torndndose literalmente en traidor a su
propio pais.

CHURCH OF OUR LADY OF MERCY
IN GRANADA, NICARAGUA

This fine old ruin of the church of Our Lady of Mercy
is particularly interesting just at this moment, from the
fact that it is connected with the ceremonies which
confirm Gen. Walker as President of Nicaragua.® The
church is by the inhabitants looked upon as one of the
curiosities of Granada. By its large size it covers a
considerable area immediately in the rear of the plaza.
It gives evidence of having once been beautiful in point
of architecture and internal adornment, Even now its
massive and time-worn ruins present an impressive and
picturesque ensemble, when viewed from the Indian
village at the base of Momobacho, or from the winding

pathway which leads to the road tc Leon. The accom- -

panying picture, sketched by our own artist, is a faithfu
transcript of the scene in all its details. '

Upon the solitary turret it to be seen the following
inscription, giving the date and particulars of its erection,
which, rendered into modern Castilian, reads:

1 FEditor’'s note — Walker's inauguration as President of Nicaragua
took place on the main plaza of Granada on July 12, 1856, and then

a Te Deum was chanted at the parochial church. No offi_cia] act
was performed in the church of our Lady of Mercy at that time.

CENTRAL AMERICA

From Central America we have news by way of Pa-
nama and of Kingston, Jamaica, to the 17th of June.
The Kingston papers report that the union between
Guatemala, San Salvador, Honduras and Costa Rica,
against 'Walker’s government was complete, and that a
portion of the Guatemala army had marched to the
Nicaraguan frontier. Guatemala, it was said, led the van,
notwithstanding her financial embarrassments. The As-
pinwall papers state that Senor Herran, Vice-Governor
of the State of Panama, positively contradicts previous
reports of the disorganized condition of ‘Walker’s troops,
and asserts, on the contrary, that the General’s position
was good.

We have some additional news from Nicaragua. Among
other interesting matters, the details of the general elec-
tion, which resulted in the choice of Gen. Walker by an
overwhelming majority, to fill the office of chief magis-
trate of the republic for the succeeding two years. Of
the 23,236 votes cast Walker received 15,835; Don Fer-
min Ferrer, present Secretary of State, 4,447; Rivas, the
late Provisional President, 867, and Salizar, 2,087.

HALF-WAY HOUSE
ON THE ROAD TO SAN JUAN

Those who have made the passage to California across
the Isthmus of Nicaragua, will recognize this sketch of
a somewhat well known locality. It is regarded as the
half-way stopping-place on the road leading from Virgin
Bay, on the Lake, to San Juan del Sur, on the Pacific,
and here, wearied with riding for hours on the back of a
slow and stubborn mule, it is customary for the traveller
to halt and refresh himself before completing his journey.
The hotel was built by Americans, and is now carried on
by the original proprietor, who emigrated to Nicaragua
during the Cahfornian excitement. This part of the
isthmus is exceedingly fruitful, and affords a variety of
delightful prospects. The peach tree and the rose run
wild on the borders of the orange grove, where flowers
and fruits are alike perennial and simultaneous; and the
pine-apple, the mango and the water melon, are pre-
ferred to the almond, the olive and the grape.

Surely the time is not far distant when thousands of
the needy sons of the North will get these fruitful homes,
to make use of that exuberance of wealth in the soil
which now rots upon its surface. And coming there,
under wise direction, they will not only benefit them-
selves, but while redeeming fertile valleys and plains
from desolation, bless the ignorant and superstitious
nati\fres with a knowledge of the high views and purposes
of life. ‘

GRAND CATHEDRAL—MAIN PLAZA,

The old Spanish architecture of Mexico and Central
America has the universal characteristic of great strength
and durability, and in these respects contrasts strangely
with the weak and temporary looking structures which
are now erected by the degenerate sons of noble sires.
The masonry of the old Spanish conquerors must have
been constructed, so far as mortar is concerned, on a
principle now entirely lost, for in many ruins we have
examined the cement was equally hard with the stones
themselves; and we have noticed instances where the
solid wall has cracked and falle apart, the mortar re-
taining its consistency. The fine church situated on the
main plaza of the city of Grenada, Nicaragua, is char-
acteristic of the prevailing style of all Spanish architec-
ture on this continent, and strikes the American at first
sight from its novelty and massiveness. It was in this
church that General Walker was inaugurated President

The intelligence from Nicaragua is interesting and
important. Rivas is said to be fortifying himself at
Canendagua, where he has already gathered three thou-
sand troops. He is alleged to have the sympathy of the
whole country with the exception of the Americans, who
adhere to Walker., Costa Rica is preparing for another
invasion, and it is supposed, will receive material assist-
ance from Honduras and Guatemala. Against such a
combination, if energetically carried out, it cannot be
hoped that even Walker will be able successfully to
contend. He has, nevertheless, an effective force of
1,000 Americans, who are represented to be in excellent
spirits. The foregoing intelligence is derived from the
Panama Star and Herald, and it is confirmed by the
Daniel Webster, of whose arrival at New Orleans we
have a brief telegraphic notice. ' When the Daniel Webs-
ter left San Juan there was a fleet of seven British ships
in port, mounting 180 guns.

——

The daily papers have nearly all published over four
columns of solid reading matter concerning Gen. Walk-
er and Central American affairs. It is a circular address-
ed to the people of the United States by the seven
prisoners taken at and after the battle of Santa Rosa.
It abounds in the vilest charges against Walker; but they
have little weight with the American people, who are
disposed to view it as an emanation from the Costa Ri-
can authorities. We have satisfactory evidence that the
ultimate object of the Walker expedition to Nicaragua
is not so much to conquer that country, as to obtain a
foothold for a renewed invasion of Cuba.

September 6, 1856
CENTRAL AMERICA

The brig Monseratte, from Carthagena, August 1st,
arrived at this port August 26. She brings the employes
of the New York and New Granada Canal and Steam
Navigation Company. The dredging machine of the
company, which, together with its appurtenances, cost
$20,000, has been seized upon by creditors to satisfy
claims amounting to about $8,000. Bishop Revolle, one
of the founders of New Granadian independence, died
on the 28th of July, at the advanced age of 91.

We have intelligence from Nicaragua to August 9th.
The revolutionary movement against Gen. Walker ap-
pears to be gaining ground. A large force from Guate-
mala and San Salvador occupied Leon, and with the

return of the dry season some hard fighting may be

looked for. It is reported that Walker’s troops were
deserting rapidly. The San Francisco papers, however,
mention that three hundred men were to leave that city
on the steamer of August 20th to reinforce the Nicara-
guan army. Col. Salizar and several natives had been

Costa Rica
se estd preparando para otra invasion, y se supone que
recibird ayude material de Honduras y Guatemala.
Contra tal combinacién, st llevada con energia, no puede
esperarse que aun Walker podria rivalizar con éxito. El
tiene, sin embargo, una fuerza efectiva de 1,000 Ameri-
canos, que se dice estdn en excelentes énimos. La an-
terior informacién proviene del Star y Herald de Pana-
md, la que estd confirmada por el Daniel Webster, de
cuyo arribo a Nueva Orleans tenemos una breve noticia
telegrdfica. Cuando el Daniel Webster salic de San
Juan, alli estaba una flota de siete barcos Britdnicos en
el puerto, armados de 180 caviones.

Casi todos los periédicos diarios han publicado a cua-
tro columnas, abundante material de lecture respecto al
General Walker vy los asuntos Centroamericanos. Es una
circular dirigida al pueblo de los Estados Unidos por los
siete prisioneros capturados en y después de la batalla
de Santa -Rosa.

Tenemos noticias de Nicaragua al 9 de Agosto. Pao-
rece que el movimiento revolucionario contra el General
Walker estd ganando terreno. Un numeroso ejército de
Guatemala v El Salvador ocupd Leén, v con la legada
de la temporada seca puede esperarse alguna dura pe-
lea. Se informa que las tropas de Walker estdn deser-
tando rdpidamente. Los periddicos de San Francisco
mencionan, sin embargo, que trescientos hombres esta-
ban por salir de esa ciuded en el vapor del 20 de Agosto
para reforzar el ejército Nicaragiiense. El Coronel Sa-
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convicted of treason and shot. The British Consul at
Leon, who was implicated in the treasonable designs of
Salizar and his colleagues, had been dismissed. Accounts
from Costa Rica state that another attempted insurrec-
tion had been suppressed. It is stated that a new Min-
ister from Walker is on his way to this country as suc-
cessor to Father Vijil, in the person of a young New
Yorker, late a clerk i1n a mercantile establishment at
Granada, and who being obliged by the state of his
health to return home, has accepted the office of Ambas-
sador for the mere honor of the thing and the love of
the cause, the state of Walker’s treasury not allowing
him to pay any salary, not even the weekly allowance
for washing and grog, which is all that his military of-
ficers have ever received.

September 13, 1856
CENTRAL AMERICA

General Walker has decreed the blockade of all the
ports of Central America, and an armed schooner had
been cruising about on the Pacific coast enforcing the
order. It was this vessel that captured the rebel Sala-
zar, who was subsequently executed at Granada, which
act had been retaliated by the Rivas party at Leon by
the murder of Dr. Livingston, the American Consul at
that place. Our minister interceded to save the life of
the doctor, but his efforts were unsuccessful. Mr. Rich-
mond, the Under Secretary of State, had addressed a
letter to our minister with reference to the Accessory
Transit Company and the relations existing between
Nicaragua and the United States, in which he justifies
the course pursued by his government towards the com-
pany. The Cubans in the Nicaraguan service celebrated
the anniversary of the battle of Las Posas by a banquet,
in which General Walker took part. The sentiments,
and particularly the remarks of the general on the oc-
casion, are certainly calculated to awaken serious ap-
prehensions in the minds of the Cuban anthorities. The
health of the country was excellent, and the Transit
route free from all obstructions. Trade was quite active,
and altogether the condition of affairs generally very
encouraging.

Reliable accounts from Costa Rica state that reports
about the contemplated invasion of Nicaragua are purely
imaginary. The cholera and dysentery are making fear-
ful ravages in some of the districts.

Marriage in Nicaragua.—On July 26, at Massaya, the
gallant Lieut. C., of the Second Light infantry, led to the
hymeneal altar the young and beautiful miss C. 0. N, a
native lady of the highest respectability. The ceremony
was performed by the Rev. Mr. May, and after the blush-
ing bride had retired, the friends of the bridegroom
enjoyed themselves most hugely. In fact, so exhilirated
did some of them become, that it was whispered that a
celebrated army physician forgot the countersign, and
was kept marking time by the sentry until relieved by
the officer of the day. It is said the match is a runaway
one, and, consequently, the fair bride was unattended
by her female friends—an omission which somewhat
marred the otherwise supremely happy evening. The
gallant bridegroom received the congratulations of his
comrades with becoming equanimity.

Our files from New Granada are dated at Panama and
Aspinwall, on the 19th of August. A good deal of party
and factious feeling pervaded the masses of the inhab-

El General Walker ha decretado el bloqueo de todos
los puertos de Centro América y una goleta armada ha
estado navegando por las costas del Pacifico reforzando
la orden. Fue esta embarcacion la que capturd al rebelde
Salazar quien fue posteriormente fusilado en Granada,
acto que ha sido vengado por el partido de Rivas en
Leén con el asesinato del Dr. Livingston, Cénsul Ame-
ricano en aquel lugar. Nuestro Ministro intercedié para
salvarle la vida al doctor, pero sus esfuerzos fueron in-
fructuosos. Mr. Richmond, el Vice Secretario de Estado,
ha dirigido una carta a nuestro Ministro con referencia
a la Compariia Accesoria del Trdnsito y a las relaciones
existentes entre Nicaragua y los Estados Unidos, en I
que justifica el curso seguido por su gobierno hacia la com-
paiia. Los Cubanos en el servicio Nicaragiiense, cele-
braron el aniversario de la batalla de Las Posas con un
banquete, en el que el General Walker tomé parte. Los
sentzmzentos, Y partzcularmente las frases del general
en esa ocasion, estdn sin duda calculadas a despertar se-
rios temores en la mente de las autoridades Cubanas.
El estado de salubridad del pais es excelente, v la ruta
del Trdnsito estd libre de todo obstdculo. El comercio
estd bastante activo, y en general, la condicion de los
asuntos muy favorable.

Informes confiables de Costa Rica afirman que las no-
ticias acerca de una contemplada invasion a Nicaragua
son puramente imaginarias. El célera v la disenteria
estdn causando terribles estragos en algunos de los dis-
tritos.

Matrimonio en Nicaragua—El 26 de Julio, en Masa-
ya, el gallardo Teniente C., del Segundo (Batallén) de
Infanteria Ligera, condujo al altar de himeneo a la joven
y bella Srita. C. O. N., una dama nativa de lo mayor
honorabilidad. La ceremonia fue efectuada por el Rev.
Mr. May, v después que la ruborizada novia se hubo re-
tirado, los amigos del novio se entretuvieron de lo lindo.
En realidad, tan regocijados se pusieron algunos, que se
rumord que un destacado médico del ejército olvidé la
contrasefia, y fue mantenido por el centinela marcando
el paso hasta que fue relevado por el oficial del dia. Se
dice que el enlace fue une escapada de la novia, y por lo
tanto, la bella desposada no fue acompariada de sus amigas
—una omision que estroped un tanto lo por otra parte
suprema felicidad de la noche.

Nuestras noticias de Nueva Granada estdn fechadas
en Panamd y Aspinwall el 19 de Agosto. Una buena
cantidad de sentimientos de partidos y facciones invade
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itants of the Isthmus, and serious political changes were
expected to take place soon. The result of the recent
election for Governor is highly displeasing to the part-
isans of Sr. Diaz, the candidate of Los Amigos del Orden,
a society which is composed of nearly three thousand,
all of whom are armed; and, it is said, they declare their
intention of resisting the inauguration of Sr. Calvo, the
successful candidate. They charge that much of the
vote given him is fraudulent; and they declare their de-
termination to swear in the man of their choice. A new
tonnage law repeals the laws which, in conformity with
treaty stipulations, made the ports of the Isthmus free.
Congress had passed a decree refusing to indemnify for-
eigners who have suffered by revolutionary movements
in the country. Another law impossing a charge of two
reals per ounce on all mails crossing the Isthmus had
caused much dissatisfaction. Hon. Pierre Soulé had ar-
rived at Aspinwall. That city was being greatly improved
by the erection of new stores and the completion of the
Railroad Company’s wharf. An official paper contains
a poor attempt at a justification of the circumstances at-
tending the origin of the late riot. Two hundred New
Granadian froops were on march to Panama, to protect,
as alleged, the place from filibusters. The French Consul
at Panama had been officially recognized by the Exec-
utive. The Presidential election was looked forward to
with great anxiety, as some revolutionary symptoms ha

manifested themselves. :

September 27, 1856

A few days later intelligence from Nicaragua reaches
us by way of Panama. Rivas was fortifying at Leon,
and it is stated that he expects large aid from Guatemala
and Salvador for the anticipated struggle with Walker.
The blockade of Central American ports was still kept
up by the latter.

We also have later advices from the various States in
the South Pacific, but no news worthy of special com-
ment.

October 4, 1856
CENTRAIL AMERICA

By the arrival of the bark Cadet, Captain Guide, we
have advices from British Honduras, dated Truxillo on
15th, and at Belize on the 27th of August. Our corres-
pondent at Belize announces the fact that the British
colony of the Bay Islands had virtually ceased to exist,
and that the Mosquito King had been informed by the
officers of her Britannic Majesty’s ship Cossack of the
termination of the English protectorate, and consequent-
ly the end of his rule. The writer does not state what
effect the news had on his Majesty. The islands would
be transferred to the republic of Honduras. The an-
nouncement of the Walker blockade decree had caused
much sensation. 'Owing to the non-arrest of the incen-
diaries who fired the town of Belize, the inhabitants
were in great terror, and a sort of general panic prevailed.
A severe earthquake shock was expeérienced there on the
5th August. It was also very violent and long continued
at Omoa. The weather was very warm at Belize. Trade
was exceedingly dull. The people were much in favor of
American colonization. From Truxillo we hear that the
American miners were determined to continue their
explorations, notwithstanding the opposition of a preju-
diced population. '

Nues-
tro corresponsal en Belice anuncia el hecho de que la
colonia Britdnica de las Islas de la Bahia ha dejado, vir-
tualmente, de existir, v de que el Rey Mosco ha sido
informado por los oficiales del buque Cossack, de su
Majestad Britdnica, de la terminacién del protectorado In-
glés y, consecuentemente, el fin de su gobierno. El
corresponsal no dice qué efecto tuvo la noticia en su
Majestad. Las islas serdn transferidas a la repiblica de
Honduras. El anuncio del decreto de blogueo de Walk-
er ha causado mucha sensacién. Debido a la falta del
arresto de los vdndalos que incendiaron la ciudad de
Belice, los habitantes estaban muy aterrorizados y cunde
una especie de pdnico general. Un severo terremoto se
sintié alli el 5 de agosto. Fué también muy violento y
prolongado en Omoa. EIl clima ha estado muy caliente
en Belice. El comercio excesivamente ldnguido. El
pueblo estaba muy en favor de la colonizacion America-
na. De Trujillo sabemos que los mineros Americanos
estaban determinados a continuar sus exploraciones, a
pesar de la oposicién de una poblacién hostil.
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
